ARBITRATION AGREEMENT

This arbitration agreement shall apply if the parties
to the Agreement agree that disputes and
disagreements shall be settled by arbitration.

Terms of the Arbitration Agreement

1. Any dispute, controversy, difference arising out
of the Contract or directly or indirectly related to
this Contract, including any issues regarding its
conclusion, existence, interpretation, termination or
validity, shall be resolved by arbitration
administered by the Court of arbitration specified
in the Contract (hereinafter — Arbitration Court).

2. Proceedings are conducted in accordance with
the rules of the Arbitration Court, operating on the
date of commencement of arbitration.

3. The Parties agree that documents and other
materials in the arbitration may be sent to the e-mail
addresses specified in the Contract.

4. The arbitration court shall consist of a sole
arbitrator.

5. The place of arbitration shall be the Russian
Federation.

6. The language of arbitration shall be Russian.

7. When conducting the arbitration the Arbitration
Court, the Parties shall be guided by the rules of the
substantive law of the Russian Federation.

8. The decision of the Arbitration Court shall be
final, binding on the Parties and not subject to
challenge.

9. The Arbitration Court shall have the right not to
conduct oral proceedings and to consider the
dispute on the basis of evidences before it. In doing
so, the Parties shall be notified on the time and
place of the hearing of the Arbitration Court.

10. The parties shall notify each other in advance
and, in case of a dispute additionally the Arbitration
Court, of changes in their postal or e-mail addresses
and shall bear the risk of unfavourable
consequences as a result of such failure to notify.
